
Pandy’s Meadowlands Selections for Saturday, November 14 

Note: My odds-line for my top four contenders is based on what I think each horse’s chances 

are to win the race. For instance, if I make a horse 4-1, I think the horse’s chances of winning 

are about 20%, so if the same exact race was run ten times, he’d win it twice. If I make all of 

the horses about the same odds, that’s an indication that I think the race is wide open, or that 

I can’t pinpoint a horse that appears to have a strong edge.

start was very good as he was used hard to the lead in :26.1, chased a quick pace and only lost by two 

lengths in a tougher field than this.

10 ANOTHER DAILY COPY 7-2 

7 WARRAWEE UNIQUE 6-1 

GO WEST GO FAST finished wide and game in last; draws inside of main rivals…GEEZ JOE is not in his 

best form now but he drops again and is dangerous at this level…ANOTHER DAILY COPY drops and may 

gun from the gate…WARRAWEE UNIQUE ships back in for Burke.

2 NOTORIOUS PINK** 2-1 

5 BLUE DIAMOND EYES 5-2 

10 JK ALWAYSBALADY 3-1 

7 MARSALA HANOVER 7-1 

NOTORIOUS PINK has shown good speed against the top fillies and may be a handful here…BLUE 

DIAMOND EYES and JK ALWAYSBALADY have also been racing in good form against the top two year old 

fillies.

LYONS STEEL had position then was clearly impeded when Angers Bayama broke strike last week; speedy 

gelding can upset…ANGERS BAYAMA was moving well on the lead as the 4/5 favorite when he broke 

stride, but it did look like his shoe just hit the track wrong getting stuck and causing the break; could be 

tough to beat…SOMEBADDUDE comes off an improved effort…SAYING GRACE N set a torrid pace in last 

and tired.

ROCK THE DEVIL was parked to the half and on the lead through quick fractions in last; drops down a few 

levels…MANTICORE was unable to threaten in the Breeders Crown but this colt raced okay against the top 

colts when he was here this summer; dangerous if he comes up with one of his better efforts…GROOVY 

JOE is another 3yo moving in with older horses; his recent form is off his best but he would fit here on one 

of his better races…PALOMAR got a nice pace set up to out-finish slower.

8 DECISION DAY 4-1 

10 WESTERN JOE 9-2 

2 MIKE’S Z TAM 6-1 

FILIBUSTER HANOVER has raced well against some of the top older horses and draws inside of his main 

rivals…ANA AFREET N has been very sharp for Cullipher barn…DECISION DAY stepped up to this level and 

came on gamely…WESTERN JOE is back where he fits….MIKE’S Z TAM ships in sharp from Yonkers where 



he has won four straight. He has 1 win in 16 starts over this track but I think he does his best racing on 

smaller ovals.

4 LOVE THE BLUES N 2-1 

3 OLLIE’S ZTAM 5-2 

1 FRANCO TRISTAN N 9-2 

2 THNDRFRMTHETHRON N 6-1 

LOVE THE BLUES N drops off a race he needed and Andy McCarthy took this one over the barn’s other 

horse (2)…OLLIE’S ZTAM had the lead and gave way in last, not a good sign but he drops again and is 

dangerous if he can bounce back to form…FRANCO TRISTAN N best needed…THNDRFRMTHETHRON N 

ships in from down-under; qualifier is tough to read because it was a very fast race won by a top Free For 

All pacer.

6 SAVE ME A DANCE 3-5

SAVE ME A DANCE has raced here once, and it was a win at this same level; recently he’s turned in some 

fine efforts in very fast races against much better horses…RUTHLESS HANOVER steps up off a nice 

win…PUT IT RIGHTR ships in and the two times he raced over this track he showed little but he was in 

with the top colts…ACES ROCK steps up sharp off back to back wins.

NIALL HANOVER has been competitive against similar in his last three starts and picks up Gingras

but his form is solid…IMAGEOFAROCKER will be closing.
